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A reading from the Book of Acts “Barikh-Mar “.

When Pentecost day came round, they had all met together, when suddenly there came from heaven a
sound as of a violent wind which filled the entire house in which they were sitting; and there appeared to
them tongues as of fire; these separated and came to rest on the head of each of them. They were all
filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak different languages as the Spirit gave them power to ex-
press themselves. Now there were devout men living in Jerusalem from every nation under heaven, and
at this sound they all assembled, and each one was bewildered to hear these men speaking his own lan-
guage. They were amazed and astonished. ‘Surely,” they said, ‘all these men speaking are Galileans?
How does it happen that each of us hears them in his own native language? Parthians, Medes and Elam-
ites; people from Mesopotamia, Judaea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt
and the parts of Libya round Cyrene; residents of Rome- Jews and proselytes alike — Cretans and Ar-
abs, we hear them preaching in our own language about the marvels of God.” Everyone was amazed and
perplexed; they asked one another what it all meant.

A reading from the first Letter of St. Paul to Corinthians “Barikh-Mar
About the gifts of the Spirit, brothers, I want you to be quite certain. You remember that, when you
were pagans, you were irresistibly drawn to inarticulate heathen gods. Because of that, I want to
make it quite clear to you that no one who says ‘A curse on Jesus’ can be speaking in the Spirit of
God, and nobody is able to say, ‘Jesus is Lord’ except in the Holy Spirit. There are many different
gifts, but it is always the same Spirit; there are many different ways of serving, but it is always the
same Lord. There are many different forms of activity, but in everybody it is the same God who is at
work in them all. The particular manifestation of the Spirit granted to each one is to be used for the
general good. To one is given from the Spirit the gift of utterance expressing wisdom; to another the
gift of utterance expressing knowledge, in accordance with the same Spirit; to another, faith, from
the same Spirit; and to another, the gifts of healing, through this one Spirit; to another, the working
of miracles; to another, prophecy; to another, the power of distinguishing spirits; to one, the gift of
different tongues and to another, the interpretation of tongues. But at work in all these is one and the
same Spirit, distributing them at will to each individual.
