1st Reading/ Exodus 39:32-40:16

A reading from the Book of Exodus “Barichmar”

Then they brought the tabernacle to Moses: the tent and all its furnishings, its clasps, frames,
crossbars, posts and bases; the covering of ram skins dyed red, the covering of hides of sea
cows and the shielding curtain; the ark of the Testimony with its poles and the atonement cover;
the table with all its articles and the bread of the Presence; the pure gold lamp stand with its row
of lamps and all its accessories, and the oil for the light; the gold altar, the anointing oil, the
fragrant incense, and the curtain for the entrance to the tent; the bronze altar with its bronze
grating, its poles and all its utensils; the basin with its stand; the curtains of the courtyard with
its posts and bases, and the curtain for the entrance to the courtyard; the ropes and tent pegs for
the courtyard; all the furnishings for the tabernacle, the Tent of Meeting; and the woven gar-
ments worn for ministering in the sanctuary, both the sacred garments for Aaron the priest and
the garments for his sons when serving as priests.

A reading from the Letter of St. Paul to Hebrews: “Barick-Mar”
Now the main point in the things that have been stated is this: that we have so great a High
Priest, who is seated at the right hand of the throne of Majesty in the heavens, who is the minis-
ter of holy things, and of the true tabernacle, which was established by the Lord, not by man.
For every high priest is appointed to offer gifts and sacrifices. Therefore, it is necessary for him
also to have something to offer. And so, if he were upon the earth, he would not be a priest,
since there would be others to offer gifts according to the law, gifts which serve as mere exam-
ples and shadows of the heavenly things. And so, it was answered to Moses, when he was
about to complete the tabernacle: “See to it,” he said, “that you make everything according to
the example which was revealed to you on the mountain.” But now he has been granted a better
ministry, so much so that he is also the Mediator of a better testament, which has been con-
firmed by better promises.

Gospel Reading/Matthew12:1-8

A reading from the Gospel of Saint Matthew.

Not long afterward Jesus was walking through some wheat fields on a Sabbath. His disciples
were hungry, so they began to pick heads of wheat and eat the grain. When the Pharisees saw
this, they said to Jesus, “Look, it is against our Law for your disciples to do this on the Sab-
bath!” Jesus answered, “Have you never read what David did that time when he and his men
were hungry? He went into the house of God, and he and his men ate the bread offered to God,
even though it was against the Law for them to eat it only the priests could eat that bread. Or
have you not read in the Law of Moses that every Sabbath the priests in the Temple break the
Sabbath law, yet they are not guilty? I tell you that there is something here greater than the
Temple. The scripture says, ‘It is kindness that I want, not animal sacrifices.” If you really
knew what this means, you would not condemn people who are not guilty; for the Son of Man
is Lord of the Sabbath.”
