2nd Reading /Hebrews 9:16-28

A reading from the Letter of St. Paul to Hebrews: “Barick-Mar”

Now where there is a will, the death of the testator must be established. For a will takes effect only
at death; it has no force while the testator is alive. Thus not even the first covenant was inaugurated
without blood. When every commandment had been proclaimed by Moses to all the people accord-
ing to the law, he took the blood of calves (and goats), together with water and crimson wool and
hyssop, and sprinkled both the book itself and all the people, saying, "This is 'the blood of the cove-
nant which God has enjoined upon you." In the same way, he sprinkled also the tabernacle and all
the vessels of worship with blood. According to the law almost everything is purified by blood, and
without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness. Therefore, it was necessary for the copies of
the heavenly things to be purified by these rites, but the heavenly things themselves by better sacri-
fices than these. For Christ did not enter into a sanctuary made by hands, a copy of the true one, but
heaven itself, that he might now appear before God on our behalf. Not that he might offer himself
repeatedly, as the high priest enters each year into the sanctuary with blood that is not his own; if
that were so, he would have had to suffer repeatedly from the foundation of the world. But now
once for all he has appeared at the end of the ages to take away sin by his sacrifice. Just as it is ap-
pointed that human beings die once, and after this the judgment, so also Christ, offered once to take
away the sins of many, will appear a second time, not to take away sin but to bring salvation to
those who eagerly await him. The grace and peace be with you all brothers. Amen.

Gospel Reading/Matthew 22:41-32:22

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to Matthew

While the Pharisees were gathered together, Jesus questioned them, saying, "What is your
opinion about the Messiah? Whose son is he?" They replied, "David's." He said to them, "How,
then, does David, inspired by the Spirit, call him 'lord,' saying: 'The Lord said to my lord, "Sit
at my right hand until I place your enemies under your feet"'? If David calls him 'lord," how
can he be his son?" No one was able to answer him a word, nor from that day on did anyone
dare to ask him any more questions.

Whoever exalts himself
will be humbled; but whoever humbles himself will be exalted.
