The Visit of the
Magi

2nd Reading /Galatians 4:18-31

A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Galatians: Barekhmar.

Now, it is good to have such a deep interest if the purpose is good - this is true always, and not merely when I
am with you. My dear children! Once again, just like a mother in childbirth, I feel the same kind of pain for
you until Christ's nature is formed in you. How I wish I were with you now, so that I could take a different
attitude toward you. I am so worried about you! Let me ask those of you who want to be subject to the Law:
do you not hear what the Law says? It says that Abraham had two sons, one by a slave woman, the other by a
free woman. His son by the slave woman was born in the usual way, but his son by the free woman was
born as a result of God's promise. These things can be understood as a figure: the two women represent two
covenants. The one whose children are born in slavery is Hagar, and she represents the covenant made at
Mount Sinai. Hagar, who stands for Mount Sinai in Arabia, is a figure of the present city of Jerusalem, in
slavery with all its people. But the heavenly Jerusalem is free, and she is our mother.  For the scripture says,
"Be happy, you childless woman! Shout and cry with joy, you who never felt the pains of childbirth! For the
woman who was deserted will have more children than the woman whose husband never left her." Now, you,
my friends, are God's children as a result of his promise, just as Isaac was. At that time the son who was born
in the usual way persecuted the one who was born because of God's Spirit; and it is the same now. But what
does the scripture say? It says, "Send the slave woman and her son away; for the son of the slave woman will
not have a part of the father's property along with the son of the free woman." 31 So then, my friends, we are
not the children of a slave woman but of a free woman.

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A reading from the Gospel of Saint Matthew:
After Jesus was born in Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King
Herod, Magi from the east came to Jerusalem and asked, "Where is the
one who has been born king of the Jews? We saw his star in the east
! and have come to worship him." When King Herod heard this he was
disturbed, and all Jerusalem with him. When he had called together all
the people's chief priests and teachers of the law, he asked them where
& the Christ was to be born. "In Bethlehem in Judea," they replied, "for
this is what the prophet has written: " "But you, Bethlehem, in the land
of Judah, are by no means least among the rulers of Judah; for out of
you will come a ruler who will be the shepherd of my people Israel. Then Herod called the Magi secretly and
found out from them the exact time the star had appeared. He sent them to Bethlehem and said, "Go and make
a careful search for the child. As soon as you find him, report to me, so that I too may go and worship him."
After they had heard the king, they went on their way, and the star they had seen in the east went ahead of
them until it stopped over the place where the child was. When they saw the star, they were overjoyed. On
coming to the house, they saw the child with his mother Mary, and they bowed down and worshiped him.
Then they opened their treasures and presented him with gifts of gold and of incense and of myrrh. And hav-
ing been warned in a dream not to go back to Herod, they returned to their country by another route
