1st Reading/ Genesis 17: 1-7

A reading from the Book of Genesis “Barichmar”

When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the LORD appeared to him and said: "I am God the Al-
mighty.

2nd Reading /Ephesians 5:21-33

A reading from the Letter of St. Paul to Ephesians: Barichmar
Be subordinate to one another out of reverence for Christ. Wives should be subordinate to their husbands
as to the Lord. For the husband is head of his wife just as Christ is head of the church, he himself the
savior of the body. As the church is subordinate to Christ, so wives should be subordinate to their hus-
bands in everything. Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ loved the church and handed himself
over for her to sanctify her, cleansing her by the bath of water with the word, that he might present to
himself the church in splendor, without spot or wrinkle or any such thing, that she might be holy and
without blemish. So (also) husbands should love their wives as their own bodies. He who loves his wife
loves himself. For no one hates his own flesh but rather nourishes and cherishes it, even as Christ does
the church, because we are members of his body. "For this reason a man shall leave (his) father and (his)
mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall become one flesh." This is a great mystery, but I
speak in reference to Christ and the church. In any case, each one of you should love his wife as himself,
and the wife should respect her husband. Children, obey your parents (in the Lord), for this is right.
"Honor your father and mother." This is the first commandment with a promise, “that it may go well
with you and that you may have a long life on earth.” Fathers, do not provoke your children to anger, but
bring them up with the training and instruction of the Lord.
The grace and peace be with you all brothers. Amen.

Gospel Reading/Luke 1:1-27

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to Luke
Since many have undertaken to compile a narrative of the events that have been fulfilled among us, just
as those who were eyewitnesses from the beginning and ministers of the word have handed them down
to us, I too have decided, after investigating everything accurately anew, to write it down in an orderly
sequence for you, most excellent Theophilus, so that you may realize the certainty of the teachings you
have received. In the days of Herod, King of Judea, there was a priest named Zechariah of the priestly
division of Abijah; his wife was from the daughters of Aaron, and her name was Elizabeth. Both were
righteous in the eyes of God, observing all the commandments and ordinances of the Lord blamelessly.
But they had no child, because Elizabeth was barren and both were advanced in years. Once when he
was serving as priest in his division's turn before God, according to the practice of the priestly service,
he was chosen by lot to enter the sanctuary of the Lord to burn incense. Then, when the whole assembly
of the people was praying outside at the hour of the incense offering, the angel of the Lord appeared to
him, standing at the right of the altar of incense. Zechariah was troubled by what he saw, and fear came
upon him. But the angel said to him, "Do not be afraid, Zechariah, because your prayer has been heard.
Your wife Elizabeth will bear you a son, and you shall name him John. And you will have joy and glad-
ness, and many will rejoice at his birth, for he will be great in the sight of (the) Lord. He will drink nei-
ther wine nor strong drink. He will be filled with the holy Spirit even from his mother's womb.
