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Gospel Reading/John3:1-21

A reading from the Gospel of Saint John :
There was a Jewish leader named Nicodemus, who belonged to the
party of the Pharisees. One night he went to Jesus and said to him,
"Rabbi, we know that you are a teacher sent by God. No one could
perform the miracles you are doing unless God were with him." Je-
sus answered, "I am telling you the truth: no one can see the King-
dom of God without being born again." "How can a grown man be
born again?" Nicodemus asked. "He certainly cannot enter his
mother's womb and be born a second time!" "I am telling you the
truth," replied Jesus, "that no one can enter the Kingdom of God
without being born of water and the Spirit. A person is born physi-
cally of human parents, but is born spiritually of the Spirit. Do not be
surprised because I tell you that you must all be born again. The
wind blows wherever it wishes; you hear the sound it makes, but you
do not know where it comes from or where it is going. It is like that
with everyone who is born of the Spirit." "How can this be?" asked
Nicodemus. Jesus answered, "You are a great teacher in Israel, and
you don't know this? I am telling you the truth: we speak of what we
know and report what we have seen, yet none of you is willing to
accept our message. You do not believe me when I tell you about the
things of this world; how will you ever believe me, then, when I tell
you about the things of heaven? And no one has ever gone up to
heaven except the Son of Man, who came down from heaven." As
Moses lifted up the bronze snake on a pole in the desert, in the same
way the Son of Man must be lifted up, so that everyone who believes
in him may have eternal life. For God loved the world so much that
he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not
die but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world
to be its judge, but to be its savior. Those who believe in the Son are
not judged; but those who do not believe have already been judged,
because they have not believed in God's only Son. This is how the
judgment works: the light has come into the world, but people love
the darkness rather than the light, because their deeds are evil. Those
who do evil things hate the light and will not come to the light, be-
cause they do not want their evil deeds to be shown up. But those
who do what is true come to the light in order that the light may
show that what they did was in obedience to God

A reading from the Prophet Isaiah Barichmar.

Listen to me, O Jacob, Israel, whom I have called: I am he; I am the first and I am the last. My
own hand laid the foundations of the earth, and my right hand spread out the heavens; when I
summon them, they all stand up together. "Come together, all of you, and listen: Which of the
idols has foretold these things? The Lord’s chosen ally will carry out his purpose against Baby-
lon; his arm will be against the Babylonians .I, even I, have spoken; yes, I have called him. I
will bring him, and he will succeed in his mission. "Come near me and listen to this: "From the
first announcement [ have not spoken in secret; at the time it happens, I am there." And now the
Sovereign LORD has sent me, with his Spirit This is what the LORD says-- your Redeemer, the
Holy One of Israel: "I am the LORD your God, who teaches you what is best for you, who di-
rects you in the way you should go.

A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to Hebrews: Barekhmar.
But even if we speak like this, dear friends, we feel sure about you. We know that you have the
better blessings that belong to your salvation. God is not unfair. He will not forget the work
you did or the love you showed for him in the help you gave and are still giving to other Chris-
tians. Our great desire is that each of you keep up your eagerness to the end, so that the things
you hope for will come true. We do not want you to become lazy, but to be like those who be-
lieve and are patient, and so receive what God has promised. When God made his promise to
Abraham, he made a vow to do what he had promised. Since there was no one greater than
himself, he used his own name when he made his vow. He said, "I promise you that I will bless
you and give you many descendants." Abraham was patient, and so he received what God had
promised. When we make a vow, we use the name of someone greater than ourselves, and the
vow settles all arguments. To those who were to receive what he promised, God wanted to
make it very clear that he would never change his purpose; so he added his vow to the promise.
There are these two things, then, that cannot change and about which God cannot lie. So we
who have found safety with him are greatly encouraged to hold firmly to the hope placed be-
fore us. We have this hope as an anchor for our lives. It is safe and sure, and goes through the
curtain of the heavenly temple into the inner sanctuary. On our behalf Jesus has gone in there
before us and has become a high priest forever, in the priestly order of Melchizedek. This Mel-
chizedek was king of Salem and a priest of the Most High God. As Abraham was coming back
from the battle in which he defeated the four kings, Melchizedek met him and blessed him, and
Abraham gave him one tenth of all he had taken. (The first meaning of Melchizedek's name is
"King of Righteousness"; and because he was king of Salem, his name also means "King of
