1st Reading/ Deuteronomy 24:9-22

Listen to the Prophecy of Deuteronomy: Barekhmar.

Remember what the LORD your God did to Miriam along the way after you came out of
Egypt. When you make a loan of any kind to your neighbor, do not go into his house to get
what he is offering as a pledge. Stay outside and let the man to whom you are making the
loan bring the pledge out to you. If the man is poor, do not go to sleep with his pledge in
your possession. Return his cloak to him by sunset so that he may sleep in it. Then he will
thank you, and it will be regarded as a righteous act in the sight of the LORD your God.
Do not take advantage of a hired man who is poor and needy, whether he is a brother Israel-
ite or an alien living in one of your towns. Pay him his wages each day before sunset, be-
cause he is poor and is counting on it. Otherwise he may cry to the LORD against you, and
you will be guilty of sin. Fathers shall not be put to death for their children, nor children put
to death for their fathers; each is to die for his own sin. Do not deprive the alien or the fa-
therless of justice, or take the cloak of the widow as a pledge. Remember that you were
slaves in Egypt and the LORD your God redeemed you from there. That is why I command
you to do this. This is the Word of God. .....Thanks be to God.

2nd Reading /Hebrews 8:1-9:10

A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to He-
brews: Barekhmar.
The point of what we are saying is this: We do have such
a high priest, who sat down at the right hand of the
throne of the Majesty in heaven, and who serves in the
sanctuary, the true tabernacle set up by the Lord, not by
man. Every high priest is appointed to offer both gifts
and sacrifices, and so it was necessary for this one also to
have something to offer. If he were on earth, he would
not be a priest, for there are already men who offer the
gifts prescribed by the law. They serve at a sanctuary that
is a copy and shadow of what is in heaven. This is why
Moses was warned when he was about to build the taber-
nacle: "See to it that you make everything according to
the pattern shown you on the mountain. "But the ministry
Jesus has received is as superior to theirs as the covenant
of which he is mediator is superior to the old one, and it is founded on better promises. For
if there had been nothing wrong with that first covenant, no place would have been sought
for another. But God found fault with the people and said "The time is coming, declares
the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of
Judah. It will not be like the covenant I made with their forefathers when I took them by
the hand to lead them out of Egypt, because they did not remain faithful to my covenant,
and I turned away from them, declares the Lord. This is the covenant I will make with the
house of Israel after that time, declares the Lord. I will put my laws in their minds and
write them on their hearts. I will be their God, and they will be my people
The grace and peace be with you all brothers. Amen.
